They seek to obtain an air contaminant permit (Division identification
number: 54-0174/978533) for increasing the process rate for the core machines under Source 20
located at the same address. This existing operation consists of several coldbox core making
processes. The core machines are controlled by a common packed bed scrubber with circulation of
sulfuric acid liquor.

The applicant is Summers-Taylor Materials Company - Unicoi Asphalt Plant No. 4 with a mailing
address of 300 West EIk Avenue, Elizabethton, TN 37644. They seek to obtain air contaminant permit




from the Tennessee Division of Air Pollution Control (TDAPC) for the construction of a Drum Mix
Asphalt Plant Operation located at 320 Bill Garland Road, Unicoi, TN 37692. The proposed Drum
Mix Asphalt Plant is to replace the existing Batch Mix Asphalt Plant (Division identification number:
86-0042-00/464648) located at same location as follow:

1) Drum Mix Asphalt Plant (Division identification number: 86-0094-03/978205). This proposed
operation would consist of a double drum mixer, asphalt cement storage, crushed aggregate
storage piles, reclaimed asphalt pavement (RAP), and associated equipment used to produce hot
mix asphalt (HMA). Natural gas and No. 2 Fuel Oil would be used as fuel. A baghouse would be
used for pollution control. There would be physical construction. Regulated air contaminants
would be emitted by this source.

2) Stationary Generator Engine (Division identification number: 86-0094-04/978205). This proposed
operation would consist of a generator with an 831 hp diesel fuel fired engine and associated
equipment used for generating power to the Drum Mix Asphalt Plant. Because of the amount and
type of emissions, the use of pollution control equipment is not proposed. There would be
physical construction. Regulated air contaminants would be emitted by this source. Mr. J.
Horton is the assigned TDAPC permit writer.

The proposed construction is subject to part 1200-03-09-.01(1)(h) of the Tennessee Air Pollution
Control Regulations (TAPCR), which requires a public notification and 30-day public comment period.
