State of Procurement Purpose

The State of Tennessee Department of Safety and Homeland Security, an agency of the State,
hereinafter referred to as “the State,” has issued this Request for Qualifications (“RFQ") to define the
State’s minimum service requirements, solicit responses, detail response requirements, and outline
the State's process for evaluating responses and selecting a TACN Site Development company
(“TSD") to install communication towers as outlined in this RFQ.

Through this RFQ, the State seeks to contract for the requested services and to give ALL qualified
businesses, including those that are owned by minorities, women, service-disabled veterans,
persons with disabilities, and small business enterprises, opportunity to do business with the State
as contractors and subcontractors.

Project Description
License Classifications must cover 60% of the scope of work of the Project.

The State of Tennessee is seeking to qualify a company who can effectively partner with the State to
expand TACN by erecting and/or modifying approximately 22 radio communications sites to a public
safety standard across Bledsoe, Coffee, Cumberland Dickson, Grundy, Marion, Morgan, Putnam, Rhea,
Sequatchie, Sevier, Van Buren, and Warren Counties. Planned site expansions include erecting new
towers, modifying existing towers, installation of new equipment shelters, and/or modifying existing
facilities. The State is seeking a company with experience in developing, implementing, and managing
public safety grade communications site infrastructure, including site development services, towers,
equipment shelters, emergency power systems, grounding, and site security.

The company will qualify through this RFQ, and the company that qualifies will enter a subsequent
contract with the State and will be eligible to provide TSD services to TACN. The selected company
will commit to the State’s TSD guidelines.

The purpose of the conference is to discuss the RFQ Scope of Services. The State will entertain
questions, however, prospective Respondents understand that the State’s oral response to any
question at the Pre-Response Conference are unofficial and non-binding. Prospective Respondents

The State will require the apparent successful Respondent to provide proof of insurance coverage as
required by the State’s Designers’ Manual (Conditions of the Contract), before entering into a
contract. Any insurance required by the State must be in form and substance acceptable to the
State.

This competitive BV1 selection process is separated into two phases: a response (containing
Qualifications, Experience, and Project Approach), and a bid submitted by qualified
Respondents at a later date.

Phase One - Qualifications, Experience, and Project Approach: The Qualifications,
Experience, and Project Approach response must attain a Total Response Evaluation Score
of seventy (70) points or greater to move on to Phase Two - Bidding and be offered the
opportunity to submit a bid. Total Response Evaluation Score will be calculated using the
following formula as noted on RFQ Attachment 6.4.
