Scope of Practice in Settings outside Traditional EMS

This statement reflects the position of the Clinical issue Committee regarding EMS licensed practitioners working in setting outside traditional emergency response EMS. Such settings include but are not limited to event medicine, healthcare facilities, clinics, special events, non-traditional healthcare settings, and medical practice offices.

EMS licensed practitioners will be held to the standards set by the State EMS Board Rules and Regulations and the EMS Practice Act required of all licensed EMS practitioners regardless of the practice setting. The EMS Board of the State of Tennessee will have authority over all licensees regardless of their practice environment. EMS licensees must operate within protocols established by the Medical Director.

Use of Glucometer by EMR

The EMS Board is not in support of the use of a glucometer by EMR due to the need for CLIA waiver requirements.


Expand use of IntraOsseous Devices beyond Cardiac Arrest

The EMS Board recommends retirement of the ACP document as this is addressed by Scope of Practice.

Use of Nursing personnel in EMS
	The EMS board rules and regulations describe the licensure requirements for licensed ambulance services and EMS personnel. Ground ambulance personnel must be licensed by the Office of EMS. Those with other healthcare licenses may perform skills appropriate for their other healthcare license with approval of the medical director and will be bound by the appropriate Board regarding those skills.

Patellar Reduction
	The EMS Board is in support of Paramedics reforming patellar reduction after training and competency confirmation. This practice is restricted to patients older than 14 years.
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
