Dr. Charles E. Holt, Jr., President, called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  Dr. Holt declared that 
a quorum was present in order to conduct Board business.  Dr. Holt welcomed dental assisting 
students from the Tennessee College of Applied Technology-Nashville and Murfreesboro.  
 
The first order of business was a rulemaking hearing on Rule 0460-.02-.07.  Jennifer Putnam, 
assistant general counsel served as moderator and called the hearing to order at 9:01 a.m.  Only 
one written comment was received.  Dr. John Werther proposed an amendment on Rule 0460-
02-.07 7(b)5(v) as follows: Respirations must be monitored by end tidal CO2 unless precluded or 
invalidated by the nature of the patient, procedure or equipment.   The proposed amendment was 
approved by unanimous roll call vote.  The following proposed rule changes, as amended, were 
approved by unanimous roll call vote.   
 
Rule 0460-02-.07 Anesthesia and Sedation is amended by deleting subpart (6)(a)2(iii) in its entirety. 
 
Rule 0460-02-.07 Anesthesia and Sedation is amended by deleting subpart (6)(b)1(ix) in its entirety and substituting instead the 
following language, so that as amended, the new subpart shall read: 
 
(ix) Inspections of the anesthesia and sedation equipment shall be made each day the equipment is used and a log kept recording 
the inspection and its results. 
 
Rule 0460-02-.07 Anesthesia and Sedation is amended by deleting part (6)(b)3 in its entirety and substituting instead the following 
language, so that as amended, the new part shall read: 
 
3. Patient evaluation.  Patients subjected to conscious sedation must be suitably evaluated prior to the start of any sedative 
procedure.  In healthy or medically stable individuals (ASA I, II) this may be simply a review of their current medical history and 
medication use.  However with individuals who may not be medically stable or who have a significant health disability (ASA III, IV) 
consultation with their primary care physician or consulting medical specialist is recommended. 
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Rule 0460-02-.07 Anesthesia and Sedation is amended by deleting subpart (6)(b)6(iii) in its entirety and substituting instead the 
following language, so that as amended, the new subpart shall read: 
 
(iii) A cardiac defibrillator or automated external defibrillator must be available. 
 
Rule 0460-02-.07 Anesthesia and Sedation is amended by deleting item (7)(a)1(i)(I) in its entirety and substituting instead the 
following language and is further amended by deleting item (7)(a)1(i)(IV) in its entirety, so that as amended, the new item shall 
read: 
 
(I) Successful completion of a minimum of one (1) year advanced training in anesthesiology and related academic subjects 
beyond the undergraduate dental school level in a training program as described in the most recent version of the ADA Guidelines 
for Teaching the Comprehensive Control of Pain and Anxiety in Dentistry, or 
 
Rule 0460-02-.07 Anesthesia and Sedation is amended by deleting subpart (7)(b)1(ix) in its entirety and substituting instead the 
following language, so that as amended, the new subpart shall read: 
 
(ix) Inspections of the deep sedation/general anesthesia equipment shall be made each day the equipment is used and a log kept 
recording the inspection and its results. 
 
Rule 0460-02-.07 Anesthesia and Sedation is amended by deleting part (7)(b)3 in its entirety and substituting instead the following 
language, so that as amended, the new part shall read: 
 
3. Patient evaluation.  Patients subjected to deep sedation/general anesthesia must be suitably evaluated prior to the start of any 
sedative procedure.

 Executive Director  Dea Smith gave an administrative report of the activities that have 
transpired in the administrative office since the last meeting, including a report on the 
continuing education audit.  As of December 31, 2014, the Board has a total of 17,413 active 
licensees.  Ms. Smith also provided the Board with a report on continuing education audit 
results. 
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 Office of Investigation  Nichelle Dorroh provided the Board with a report detailing the 
number of complaints currently open as well as a summary of currently monitored 
practitioners. 

 Financial Report  Vanessa Crutcher provided the Board with a breakdown of the revenue 
and expenditures for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2014. 

 Office of General Counsel   Ms. Putnam presented the Board with a report from the Office of 
General Counsel.  There is no new legislation at this time. 

 Wellness Committee  Dr. Wayne McElhiney provided the Board with the Quarterly Report of 
Activities of the Wellness Committee for the period July 1, 2014 to September 30, 2014.   

 University of Tennessee  Timothy Hottel, Dean, University of Tennessee Health Science 
Center, updated the Board on projected opening dates for the satellite clinics.  The clinic in 
Union City is expected to be operational in June 2015; Bristol in the fall 2015; St. Thomas 
January 2016; and Knoxville in the summer 2016. 

 SRTA Update Dr. Jubran provided the Board with an update on the Southern Regional 
Testing Agency activities.  SRTA will begin administering the dental hygiene ADEX exam this 
year as a pilot and the Northeast Regional Board (NERB) will begin administering the ADEX 
exam in 2016. 

 

OTHER BUSINESS   

 The Board reviewed a draft of the sedation audit forms.  Dr. DeWald made a motion to 
approve the forms as presented.

If no 
response within thirty (30) days, then issue a second notice requiring a response within 
seven (7) days.  If no response after second notice, refer to Investigations.  Second was 
given by Dr. Jubran.  Motion carried. 

 The board reviewed a proposed rule by the Environmental Protection Agency regarding 
Effluent Limitation Guidelines and Standards for the Dental Category as it relates to 
pollutant discharges from dental offices.  The Board asked Dr. Prince to draft a response.

 ANDREW K. ARMBRISTER – Dr. Armbrister entered into a Consent Order wherein he 
stipulated to utilizing a Certified Registered Nurse Anesthetist (CRNA) to administer 
intravenous sedation without himself having a valid comprehensive conscious sedation 
permit.  He agreed to probation of his dental license for one (1) year, pay a civil penalty in 
the amount of $5,000.00 and comply with the sedation rules.  Dr. Jubran made a motion to 
accept the Consent Order as presented.  Second was given by Ms. Warner.  Motion 
carried. 

 LARRY J. COOK – Dr. Cook entered into a Consent Order wherein he acknowledged that 
the North Carolina Board of Dental Examiners had placed his license on probation for five 
years.  He agreed to have his Tennessee dental license placed on probation for five years.  
Dr. Prince made a motion to accept the Consent Order as presented.  Second was given 
by Dr. Hall.

POLICY CHANGES IMPLEMENTED BY THE BOARD 

 Policy Statement on Controlled Substance Continuing Education Requirement 
Pursuant to T. C. A. § 63-1-402, on or after July 1, 2014, all prescribers who hold a current 
federal drug enforcement administration (DEA) license and who prescribe controlled 
substances shall be required to complete a minimum of two (2) hours of continuing 
education related to controlled substance prescribing biennially to count toward the 
licensees’ mandatory continuing education. 

The continuing education must include instruction in the department’s treatment guidelines 
on opioids, benzodiazepines, barbiturates, and carisoprodol, and may include such other 
topics as medicine addiction, risk management tools, and other topics as approved by the 
respective licensing boards. 

The two (2) hours of continuing education required by this law will count for the two (2) 
hours of continuing education pertaining to chemical dependency as required by Rule 
0460-01-.05. 
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 Policy Statement on the Anesthesia and Sedation Continuing Education Requirement for 
Maintaining a Limited or Comprehensive Conscious Sedation or Deep Sedation/General 
Anesthesia Permit 

Pursuant to Rule 0460-02-.07 (8) (c), in order to maintain a limited or comprehensive 
conscious sedation or deep sedation/general anesthesia permit a dentist must obtain a 
minimum of four (4) hours of continuing education in the subject of anesthesia and/or 
sedation as part of the required forty (40) hours of continuing education for dental licensure. 
Any deficiency in continuing education hours will result in the dentist being turned over to 
the Office of Investigations and Office of General Counsel for formal disciplinary action. 

 Policy Statement on Tobacco Meeting Chemical Dependency Continuing Education 
Requirement 

Continuing Education courses pertaining to the use of tobacco do not meet the two (2) hour 
chemical dependency requirement as listed in Rule 0460-01-.05. 

 Dr. Prince made a motion to allow up to a ninety (90) day gap in CPR certification for audit 
purposes.  Second was given by Dr. DeWald.  Motion carried. 

 Ms. Warner made a motion to allow the Consultant the discretion to determine the need for 
court documents depending on the crime and the length of time since the conviction.
