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Sexual Violence -- Overview

What is sexual violence?
Sexual violence is sexual activity (physical contact or behavior) when consent is not obtained or not freely given. [1]

What are the consequences of sexual violence?

Sexual Violence in the United States
Anyone can be a victim of sexual violence regardless of age, race, sex, sexual orientation or gender identity. [1,4]

• Every 68 seconds someone in the U.S. is sexually assaulted. [4]

• One out of every 6 women has been the victim of attempted or completed rape in her lifetime. [4]

• One out of every 33 men has been the victim of attempted or completed rape in his lifetime. [4]

• Almost 1 out of every 2 transgender persons report being sexually assaulted during their lifetime. [2]

Underreporting of Sexual Violence
• Only 310 out of every 1,000 sexual assaults are reported to the police. This means that 2 out of every 3 assaults go unreported. [3]

• Only 20% of female college students who are sexually assaulted report the sexual assault. [3]

• The most common reason for not reporting sexual assault is fear of retaliation. [3]

What is the Tennessee Department of Health doing to address sexual violence?

The consequences of sexual violence can be physical (e.g., bruising and genital injuries), and/or psychological (e.g., depression, anxiety, and 

suicidal thoughts). Victims can also experience long-term effects such as post-traumatic stress disorder or re-occurring reproductive, 

gastrointestinal, cardiovascular and sexual health problems. In addition, sexual violence is also linked to health behaviors such as smoking, alcohol 

misuse, drug misuse and engaging in sexual activity with higher risk. [1]

The Department’s Rape Prevention and Education Program (RPE) works to prevent sexual violence through both community-based programs and 

those focused on individuals and relationships. Currently implemented programs include Safe Bar, Shifting Boundaries, Safe Dates and Coaching 

Boys into Men. Additional information about RPE can be found here.

Number of Victims Rate per 100,000 population

Å In 2020, there were 5,284 sexual assault victims 
reported to Tennessee law enforcement agencies. This 
represented about 85 victims for every 100,000 persons 
in the population. 

ÅBetween 2016 and 2020, the rate of reported sexual 
assault victimization decreased from 96.6 to 
85.6/100,000. Most of this decrease occurred between 
2019 and 2020. *

ÅFourteen to seventeen year olds had the highest rate of 
sexual assault victimization compared to other age 
groups.

ÅWomen were more likely than men to be sexually 
assaulted.

ÅBlack non-Hispanics were more likely than white non-
Hispanics or Hispanics to be sexually assaulted.

ÅForcible fondling and rape were the most common 
types of sexual assault against women, while forcible 
fondling and sodomy were most common against men.

ÅAmong Health Department regions, the rate of sexual 
assault victimization ranged from 53.2 in Upper 
Cumberland to 206.2 in Sullivan.

Impact of Covid-19 on Sexual Violence
The stress, fear and sense of helplessness associated with emergencies tend to increase risk factors for perpetration of violence, and evidence 

shows that rates of sexual violence increase during states of emergency, including natural disasters, active conflict, and health crises. There is 

currently limited information available on the impact of COVID-19 on the incidence of sexual violence in the United States. Although reports of 

sexual violence to Tennessee law enforcement agencies decreased between 2019 and 2020, it’s not possible to say if this was the result of an 

actual decrease in the incidence of sexual violence or was the result of decreased reporting of these events. However, according to the National 

Sexual Violence Resource Center (NSVRC), “the reporting of sexual violence in disasters is often considered a ‘luxury issue–something that is 

further down on the hierarchy of needs’ for disaster victims.”

Data Sources: 1) Tennessee Bureau of Investigation, Tennessee Incident Based Reporting System (TIBRS), and 2) Tennessee Department of Health, 

Division of Population Health Assessment, population estimates based on interpolated data from the U.S. Census's annual estimates of the 

resident population. 

• Sexual assault with an object - use of an object or instrument to unlawfully penetrate, however slightly, the genital or anal opening of the body 

of another person.

• Rape – carnal knowledge (i.e. sexual intercourse between a man and a woman where there is at least some penetration).

• Sodomy - oral or anal sexual intercourse with another person.

• Fondling - touching of the private body parts of another person for the purpose of sexual gratification.

Numbers of victims are the total number of reported victims in 2020 or between 2016-2020, as specified in the report. The number of victims 

does not represent unique individuals. If an individual was involved in more than one incident within the reporting period, he or she is counted 

more than once. Victimization rates are for either 2020 or are the average, annual rates for 2016-2020. All rates are per 100,000 and are age-

adjusted to the 2000 US Standard Population with 11 age groups. When making comparisons across groups (e.g., females vs. males or blacks vs. 

whites), it is recommended that 95% confidence intervals be considered (provided in the appendices). If the 95% CIs for two groups do not 

overlap, then the difference between them can be considered statistically significant. If they do overlap, then the difference may not be 

statistically significant. Comparisons made in the text of the report are all statistically significant unless otherwise specified.

The Tennessee Incident Based Reporting System (TIBRS) is used to collect crime statistics in Tennessee. Crimes are reported into the system by 

multiple law enforcement entities, including state, county, city and university/campus agencies. In TIBRS, a crime incident is defined as one or 

more offenses committed by the same offender or group of offenders at the same time and place. There are three main categories of offenses: 

crimes against persons, property or society.

Sex offenses (i.e. sexual assaults) are considered crimes against persons and can be consensual or nonconsensual. This report focuses on 

nonconsensual sex offenses which are defined as any sexual act directed against another person, without the consent of the victim, including 

instances where the victim is incapable of giving consent. Sex offenses include rape, sodomy, sexual assault with an object and fondling.

Examples of victim-offender relationships include:

Spouse Acquaintance Relationship unknown Victim was offender

Common-law spouse Friend Victim was a stranger

Parent Neighbor

Sibling Baby/child in the care of babysitter

Child Boyfriend/girlfriend
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The relationship between victims and offenders is reported in TIBRS as the relationship of the victim to the offender. For example, if the 

relationship reported is "child," then the victim was the child of the offender. 

The category "victim was offender" is used in cases where all of the participants in the incident were victims and offenders of the same offense, 

such as a barroom brawls where "mutual combatants" are arrested. 

TIBRS allows up to two locations to be reported for each offense -- primary and secondary. For example, if an offense occurs in a restaurant 

parking lot, the primary location would be reported as parking lot and the secondary location would be restaurant. Analyses for this report were 

restricted to primary locations.
