               MRI: Mobile Full Time;  Philips Inter with serial number 10122 This equipment was
formerly at the Children’s Hospital but has been returned to the mobile company since the
stationary equipment has gone live in MCJCH.
               MRI: Fixed; Philips with serial number 10093 and assigned number VUH 1410 This was
the old MCJCH MRI. It was removed December 14, 2024. It has been replaced with a new MRI
which was included in the prior list.
               PET: Fixed; GE Discovery with serial number 12991816 and assigned number
VUH 1025 This is a nuclear medicine camera with CT for attenuation (SPECT/CT) in VUH 1025.
It is not a PET scanner.
