CHAPTER 0520-01-02
ADMINISTRATIVE RULES AND REGULATIONS

AMEND Rule 0520-01-02-.17, State Attendance Guidelines, by adding the following as a new paragraph
(5):

(5) Notwithstanding any other provision of this rule, as a result of the COVID-19 public health
emergency in the spring semester of the 2019-20 school year, LEAs and public charter schools
that choose to provide instruction during the period of school closure either virtually or via any
form of remote learning may take attendance for purposes of determining the extent to which
students have access to the instruction and the effectiveness of the remote programming;
however, students shall not be given an unexcused absence or reported as truant as a result of
any absences during the period of school closure.
