The Background: 

The National Blue Ribbon Schools Program recognizes public and private elementary, middle, and high 
schools based on their overall academic excellence or their progress in closing achievement gaps among 
student subgroups. In the past, the U. S.  Department of Education managed the program to seek out and 
celebrate great American schools demonstrating that all students can achieve to high levels. More than 
9,000 schools across the country have been presented with this coveted award.  

In 2025, the U. S. Department of Education abruptly ended the National Blue Ribbon Schools Program 
shortly before the schools were scheduled to be recognized in Washington D.C. The Tennessee 
Department of Education remains committed to honoring these schools and their accomplishments.
