Amendment #2 is for new Polk County Project Number 207020401122 which provides Fiscal Year 2023-2025 Appalachian Development Highway Program (APD) funds for preliminary engineering, right-of-way, and construction.  The 0.40-mile-long project on SR-40 (US-64), from east of the bridge over Cloud Branch to east of State Route 314 in Polk County, will widen the road from two lanes to three lanes with a shared use path and improvements at the intersection of State Route 40 and State Route 314.  The total cost is $9,690,764.  The project is to be managed and let to contract by TDOT.

The Tennessee Department of Transportation seeks comments on Amendment #3 to the 2023-2026 State Transportation Improvement Program. Amendment #3 is for new Polk County Project Number 207020401123 provides Fiscal Year 2023-2025 Appalachian Development Highway Program (APD) funds for preliminary engineering, right-of-way, and construction.  The 0.40-mile-long project on SR-40 (US-64), from near the Lake Ocoee Inn entrance to east of the Lake Ocoee Marina entrance/exit in Polk County, consists of shoulder improvements and the addition of turn lanes at the marina parking lot.  The total cost is $14,519,630.  The project is to be managed and let to contract by TDOT.

The Tennessee Department of Transportation seeks comments on Amendment #4 to the 2023-2026 State Transportation Improvement Program. Amendment #4 is for new Polk County Project Number 207020401124 provides Fiscal Year 2023-2025 Appalachian Development Highway Program (APD) funds for preliminary engineering, right-of-way, and construction.  The 0.40-mile-long project on SR-40 (US-64), from west of the existing USFS Ranger Station access drive to east of Oswald Road in Polk County, consists of shoulder improvements and the addition of turn lanes at Oswald Road, and improvements to the Ranger Station entrance.  The total cost is $4,762,240.  The project is to be managed and let to contract by TDOT.
