Estimated Construction Cost – $132,644,398.00
Estimated Completion – Summer 2021

1. The contractor has placed 350,000 cubic yards of borrow material on site in preparation for future embankments.
1. There are over 2,100 individual planned work activities needed to complete the project.
1. The speed limit has been reduced to 45 mph through the interchange.
1. The contractor has built construction access roads throughout the project and implemented nighttime lane closures in order to complete a large portion of their work with reduced impacts to daytime traffic. 
1. Upon completion, the project will include full color LED overhead message boards, new interchange lighting and upgraded intelligent transportation system features. 

Completed Work 
1. Highway design and structural design work
1. Initial earthwork preparations for heavy construction
1. Erection of temporary noise walls

Current Work 
1. Work is underway on four bridges and two retaining walls.
1. Construction has begun on structural foundations for bridges over the proposed interstate ramps, Chickamauga and Spring Creeks.
1. Demolition of the Spring Creek Road bridges over I-24 continues. This demolition will make room for the construction of new bridges.
1. Retaining walls near West Chickamauga Creek are being constructed.
1. A noise wall near Eastgate Mall is being constructed.

Looking Ahead
1. Heavy construction is anticipated to begin later this month going vertical on the project’s bridges and retaining walls. 
1. Construction of new ramps will begin in the existing median areas of the interchange.
1. Temporary three day closures of the Welcome Center will occur beginning in spring 2020 for bridge work.  
1. Major traffic shifts onto new ramps and bridges are expected to occur in fall 2020.
