GIVE Dual Enrollment Grants - Program Selection for 2021-2022 

 

The Governor’s Investment in Vocational Education (GIVE) Act provides high school students up to 

four free dual enrollment courses in high-need programs. The TSAC Board annually identifies the 

programs that lead to in-demand, high-skill employment for inclusion in the GIVE dual enrollment 

grant program.  

 

During the 2020-2021 academic year, THEC/TSAC, the Tennessee Department of Labor and 

Workforce Development (TDLWD), and Tennessee’s Department of Economic and Community 

Development (ECD) worked to bring in-demand occupation lists into complete alignment. These 

three agencies jointly identified in-demand occupations for all nine Local Workforce Development 

Areas (LWDAs), as well as a statewide demand list. This collaboration created one, uniform in-

demand occupation list for consideration by the TSAC Board and staff.  

 

Given that GIVE DEG is a statewide program, THEC/TSAC identified occupations that were in-demand 

in at least five of the nine LWDAs. THEC/TSAC matched the 54 occupations meeting this criteria 

against the Tennessee Board of Regent’s (TBR) Academic Program Inventory (API) to assess which 

certificate, diploma, and associate degree programs were offered. Those programs which were both 

GIVE eligible and offered at a TBR institution were included in the final GIVE programs list. 

 

This GIVE programs list has been reviewed by TBR.  As part of this review process, TBR was able to 

provide feedback, including possible additional program inclusions. Through this special review 

process, THEC/TSAC added one program, community college Mechatronics (CIP 15.04). 

 

We estimate up to 8,000 students in programs or courses related to 32 academic programs at 

Tennessee’s community colleges and Colleges of Applied Technology (TCAT) would be eligible for 

additional scholarship funds through GIVE DEG in 2021-22.1,2  Dual enrollment remains one of the 

fastest-growing financial aid programs in the state. With this in mind, we anticipate continued 

growth in student take-up of dual enrollment in these courses and programs. Ultimately, this 

proposal is expected to cost between $2.7 and $3.5 million in 2021-22. 

 

 
1 2018-19 participation data was used to derive these estimates due to potential oddities in the 2019-20 DEG 

enrollment data caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. Using this data, we estimate approximately 6,400 students 

could be eligible for GIVE DEG. We apply a growth rate of 25% over this period to account for additional take-up.   
2 Early data from fall 2020 indicate that few students took up GIVE DEG this year (approximately 1,100). There are 
several factors that impact DEG participation this fall, including the COVID-19 pandemic. THEC/TSAC and TBR have 
been working closely over the past several months to improve awareness and kickstart a communications 
campaign for this upcoming cycle to improve student and school awareness of the program and offerings. We 
expect participation to increase in coming years.
