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The Commission’s authorized charter schools will comply with all provisions of state! and federal law?

and State Board of Education rules® regarding the provision of educational services to students

incarcerated in detention centers or jails, including ensuring prompt transfer of an incarcerated
student’s educational records to the LEA in which a detention center or jail is located. Additionally,
authorized charter schools shall work with the LEA in which a detention center is located to develop
an individualized Educational Service Plan (ESP) for an incarcerated student.
